Vocabulary For All Classes:

Biteslide is the perfect venue for explaining vocabulary words and the Frayer model can be utilized in Biteslide as well. Word, definition, characteristics, examples, non-examples, and pictures can be included on a slide. In addition, Biteslide lives online and students can collaborate with one another which make it a great study tool for Vocabulary words. (Michele Freeman)
Career Orientation:

1. This would fall under self-awareness. Students learn about what they value in life. 

Students create a presentation about their future career. This is intended early in the process before the students conduct research into the salary, etc. This is what the student perceives they will acquire with their career and it’s often a misconception at this point. The assignment is as follows:

The student will create the presentation based on their perception of their future career. 
Cover slide – Includes their name and the name of the place where they will live along with graphics of it.

Slide 2 – Explains the reason they want to live here

Slide 3 – Pictures of the home they will live in (dream home, if you will) including outside picture

Slide 4 – Choice of more pictures of rooms in the house or pictures of their family in the future.
                If they don’t want to be married or have children the student could    

                use a picture of him or her and say something such as “Me, Myself, and I,” for 

               example
Slide 5 – Future vehicle
Slide 6 – Future hobbies

Slide 7 – Students should predict their starting salary for their chosen career without doing any research. The fun part is presenting this to the class. Students really enjoy Biteslide. 

Another fun part is looking back at this presentation during the research phase of the course and comparing the lifestyle to Real Life Arkansas http://www.real-life.arkansas.gov/start.aspx and the predicted salary to the researched salary. (Michele Freeman)
