
HOW TO CREATE A BITESLIDE

1. Go to www.biteslide.com
2. Click on Register, then click on Teacher
3. Complete the following information:


Display name (how your name will appear on Biteslide), School, Username, Password, and 
Email. Note: This will allow you to set up Biteslide for 30 students, one project (which can 
include more than one slidebook), and one teacher. 
4. Login with your username and password. 
5. Using your mouse, hover over your display name at the top of the screen and then click Dashboard.

6. Scroll down. Click underneath Your Classes. Then click on Untitled. You will see the words “Student Self Registration Open” and the Registration Code. 
7. At this point your students would go to www.biteslide.com and enter the registration code and sign up for a student account following the same directions you did above but clicking on Student instead of Teacher when they register for an account.

8. After at least one student has registered for your class on Biteslide, add a project by clicking +Add project. Click on Edit to add a project title and a description
Students will click Add Slidebook. Then they will choose which slidebook style to use: None, collage, portfolio, photo album, scrapbook, or mood board. If you have a preference, let them know at this point. Students will click on the type they want and then click on create.

The next step is to gather the photos or videos. The default settings allow pictures from the computer and from Google images. (You may choose to allow students to also use Flickr for photos by clicking on Project Settings at the top right of the screen under Published).  In addition, students may upload school appropriate videos (if your school allows it) from YouTube. (You can disable Google images and YouTube from the Project Settings at the top right of the screen under Published. Also, you can choose to allow for projects to be embedded and for students to comment on other student’s work. However, students must specify which student display names in the class are allowed to edit their work. If this feature is utilized, students can collaboratively work together on an online project.)

Drag the photos or videos you select from the left to the right side of the screen in Biteslide. 

When a student is finished with their project, they slide the “I’m still working” tab to “I’m finished.” Then they can share or embed their work with the teacher’s permission.
